be belicved by fome, who have nothing to fay for theiy mcthod,
but thet they have ufed it a long time, and they will not now
be convinced of its Errors, and therefuze Lot them go en.

M. Viacent 1¥ing was born April the oth, bir, g, min. 48, P.AM.
1619. Lat. 52. 40. and the Figure wis (taich our Autl.or done
by himfelf.  That he was not only an ingenious man, but alfo
a very laberious man in his Study, the whole wingdom can te-
ftify, and thathis Endeavours were fuccceded with Applaufcand
Reputation, as a juli Reward to his Merit, every man bookifhly
inclined in this way, will readily acknowledgc: But it was not
becaufe his Angles were poffcticd by Cardinal figns, as our
Author doth fondly imagine 5 for had not the Mowm , Sun,
and Mercury bten in Cardinal Signs , and Vers Lady of his
Afcendent in her Exaitation , and Fupiter her Difpofitor in
Trine to the Tenth (notwithftanding his great Parts ) he
might have been as obfcure a man as {ome others are,
for all the Cardinal Signs on Angles: But if any are dif-
pofed to believe that Foolery, 1 will not be their Hin-
drance 5 Si Populus uvult decipi, Decipiatur.  The Figure fol-
loweth,
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Perhaps In fome men’sOpinion it may be doubted and difputed
who is Giver of Life in this Nativity , becaule both Luminaries
are in Aphetical Places, and in their own Dignities 5 but I
think there is no ground for any Doubt of that nature, if a
man rightly underfiands the Text, and will be guided by it:
Let him remember, Interdin Sol anteferendus ff. And by that
Rule the Sunis here Hileg, without difpute. Tam not punétu-
ally certain when he dyed, but as 1 think, it wasin the end of
the Ssmmer, in the year 1668. or 1669. at the age of 49 or 50.
Nor do I know what Difeafe he dyed of, but do believe it wasa
lingring fort of a Diforder, attended with a Hecical Habit of
Body, and a Confumptions; becaufe Mars, who is firft in the
Train of Death, is in Oppofition to Fupiter, and alfo Fupiter’s
Square in Mundo falls in with them, but cannot fave; and theres
fore fpecificates the Difeafe, which I do think is foms Diforder
of the Lungs. See the Dire&ions.

This is that Train of DireGions that I do affign for his Death,
and this done without altering the Figure he gave, a minutes
and befides, 1 keep to my Hileg, 1 any skilful man is of an-
other Upinion, | (hould be glad to fee his Dottrine publifhcd.

Since 1 wrote this, | have found his Life in my Study, written
by Mr. 7. G. which 1did mnot think of before 5 and he fays,
He dyed September the 20th, dwio 1663. of aHoarfnefs, witha
Catarrh and Confumption.

In the Nativity of Mr. Fobn Sabye it is faid, He was born Fuly
the 1ft, bor. 5. min. 15. P. M. 1621. Lar. 52. and that he dyed
on the Direction of the Afcendent to the Oppotition of Saturn.
But that cannot be, for Two Realons Firflt, The Afcendent is
not Hilegs and Sccondly, Saturn is under the Sun-Beams, and
therefore cannot kill by a pofitive Rule.  Befidcs, what reafon
have we to believe the Afcendent to the Oppofition of Saturn
hath more power to kill here, than in Mr. Huoper the Merchant’s,
Peter Gaffendus, Six Robert Holburn, the Minifter, pag. 111, Fre-
derick King of Denmark and divers others, wherc his Title to kill
is full as good as here, and yet did not do it. In the Scheme
that he hath given, Fupiter is Hileg but 1 judge the time was
given him half an Hour palt s, or between 5 snd 6, and then
the Sunwill be Hilegs by which means the Nativity will be
doubtful.

Mr. Fobn Colisns the Mathematician was born die Saturui, March
the 5th, bor. 6. min. 12 P.M. 1625. Lat. Oxford.  Our Author
makes him the beginning of Librz Afcending 5 but Irather think
he hath the latter end of Virgs aftending,or clfe | cannot imazine
what kil’d him at 58 years and 6 months old.  But I am certain
cur Author can give no reafon for his Death by the Figure he
hath printed, unlefs he will make the Sun to the Body of Venus

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mortal ;3 which perhaps fome may be fo weak in their Under-
fianding as to belicve, becaufe theis in the Eighth. I judge he
was born at 6, or a very little afterward, and then the Aoon is
Hileg, and direted to the mundane Parallel of Satzrn, followed
by his Body, and the Oppofition of Mercury.  But as to the Cor-
re&ion he hath made by the Midheaven to the Trine of the Sun
for his Ofhice, and the Afcendent tothe Trine of the Moo: for his
Marriage, it is faliz, and thofc Two Accidents were not from
thofe Two Directions.  This Gentleman was an excellent Ma-
thematician, and taught it in London many years with great Ap-
probation; and 1 have heard him recommended for a man of
great Beafon and Ingenuity; which if true, how fhall we conftrue
the 36th Aphorifm in the ColleGion, which fays, Mercury in
Pifces makes a man Confident withows Reafon, and pretend to what
be knores nott.

M. Will. Leybourn was born die Mercurii,0fober the 18th, bor.
S. min, 41. P. M. 1626. and hath lived in defiance of their Stars;
and the Continuance of his Life hath given the Lye to moft of
their Rules now in fafhion s for he hathoutlived the Midheaven
to the Oppolition of Satwrn, that killed Duke Humilton and
Fames Sibbalds. He hath outlived the Alcendent to the Square
of Murs, that killed Oliver Cromwel, He hath outlived the
Afcendent to the Squarc of Satwrn, that killed Lewis X111 King
of Francr, and Prince Maurice, He hath outlived the Sun to the
Square of Samen, that killed Judge Reeves. He hath outlived
the Moo to the Oppofition of Satura, that killed Mr. Eaftwood.
He hath outlived the Mien to her own Square,and the Oppofition
of Mirs, that killed Bithop Morton; and the Swn to the Square
of Murs, that killed Dr. Gosge,  And if he hath got this Art,
and Power of Living. 1 belicve they uftbe forced to find out
fome new Stars, for the old ones will not do, you fee.

The Mpnin this Nacivity is Giver of Life, without any doubt
and though he hath paffed hier own Square in their method, yet
(he hath not in mine 3 and thatis followed by a Mandane Paral-
lel of Saturn ; but when that happens, 1 cannot tell; becaufe I
fuppofe this Figure is correfted (as he callsit) by the Afcen-
dent to the Square of Saturn for his Feverat 24 years of age,
which I am fure alters it much from the eftimate Time. 1 koow
a Thickbeaded Ajtrologer, who on {uch an occalion altcred his Efti-
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mate time but Three Hours, to crowd in fuch a Dire&tion upon
us ; and therefore | mult fufpec this by that Rule.

We are told by our Author, That the famous Mr. William Lilly

was born the 1t of May, at 8 minutes paft 2. manc, 1602. Lat.
52. 38, and we all know he dyed the gth day of Fune 1681. be-
ing then 79 yearsand a month old: And aClub of Authors, in a
Book lately printed, have told us, He dyed on the Moon Hileg
to the Mundane Parallel of Marss which 1 fhould be glad to fee
proved ; to do which, will, 1am fure, require a Club of a dou-
ble number, and the Famens and Learned Mr. C to be one
of them, But to be fhort, there was no {uch Dire&ion as that
at that time, nor within 20 ycars of it but if there had been
fuch-a one as they fay it is at that time, it could not kill, becaufe
they fay it is a Converfe Diretion 5 and Ptolemy fays, There is
but one Converfe Dire&ion kills, and [ am {ure ¢hls is not that
which he means, and therefore | give Credit to their Figures
both alike. Indeed had they told us of the Moon to the Zodiacal
Parallel of Satwrn, to the Zodlacal Parallel of Mercary and Body
of Mercury, it might have had fome Crcdit, but the other non
at all,
Had I any certain ground to proceed on, Tam very willing to
take fome Pains on this famous man’s Nativity; but the Eftimate
Time being fo uncertain; nay, the day is no more but gucfled
at 5 and the time of the day, for ought 1 fee, is more uncerrain
than that; and therefore to pretend to take pains on {uch a doubt-
ful Subjed,is but to abufe the world with another Imaginary Na-
tivity, which I am not willing to do.

The next 1 fhall confider, is that of the Author himfelf,
Mr. Foba Gadbury, which he hath printed three or four times al-
ready, and in my Judgment cvery onc of them falfe. The Ac-
cidents that he corrects it by, are the Afcendent to the Sextile of
Venns for his Marriage at 24 and 10 months 3 and to the Oppo-
Gition of Mars for a Surfeit, at 1o years and 8 months, and
when all this is done, he hath not given us the Eftimate Time.
And therefore let me fay this in fhost, If he fhould bring twice
as many fuch Arguments morc to prove it, 1 will not believe one
of them, unlefs he can folve the main Objetion about the Mid-

heaven to the Body of Sawrn, on which Dirc&ion 1 fay he was
Com»
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Committed to Prifon. As to his faying, 1t was the Midheaven to
the Square of the Sun gave that Trouble,it will admit of a Debate,
whether there be fuch a Dire@ion or not 5 but this of the Mid-
heaven to the Body of Satern is certain and pofitive, and admits
of no debate, becaufe Saturn is vifible on the place, and we can
fee him pas the Midheaven s but the Square of the Sun is per-
fe&ly imaginary, as he underftands and works it 5 and there-
fore | willcorre@ it by the Midheaven to the Body of Saturn for
his Trouble, beginning November the 2d, 1679. at which time
he was taken into Cuftody. Butif you look into his Table of
Directions, you will find that his Midheaven to the Sextile of
Fupiter and Square of tlic Sun, came up and toucht in December,
1678. and he was not in Frouble till November 1679, By which,
I fuppofe, it will be granted, That his Corre@ion Is not true in
it felf, if you allow his methods and that U thus prove. AF you

" keep to the Figurc printed, then the Atcendent to the Sextile of

Venus in Zod. comes upat 24 and 8 months to marry him: The
Afcendent to the Oppofiticn of Mars for his Feverand Surfeit at-
19and 11 months ;5 but fie was fick at 19 and 8 months; but
then the Midheaven to the Square of the Sun will come up juft
a year before his Troubls, which I cannot allow, if there were
fuch a Dire&ion, which 1fay there was not. If youcorreét the.
Scheme by the Midheaven to the Square of the Sun, to-touch
2 months before his Trouble, then the Afcendent to the Oppofir
tion of Mars comes up at a year anda month after his Surfeit 5
and the Sextile of Verus comes up jult 8 months aftex he mar-
rried : So that thefe things differing,will call the whole Calcula-
tion in queftion, if we fhould grant fuch a thing as the Square of
the Sun in Zod, for the Dire@ions will not nearly hit; I do not
expe@ them to hit exaétly, and 1 know the Reafon why they
will not do it; but a year difference is not to be allowed, not-
with{tanding Morinus his Sham of a Diiection that lay dormant
14 months after it toucht, and then began to work. And fo L

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I fhall not trouble you with a long Preamble of Reafons for

Thus I have given you my Seatiments of this Gentleman’s

Nativity, and what Reafons I have to diffent from the Scheme
he correded ; and for the future part of his Life, I do vot think
it is my bufineis to meddle with it here, but leave that to his
own private Euquiry, not doubting of his Ability, efpecialiy to
fatistie hisown Curiofity.

I do obfesve, That he affigns Dire@ions for cvery one almoft
of thofe Children at the end of his Book, as the caufe and occa-
fion of Death, but in that he is mightily out 5 for where there is
one dyeth by Direétion within the {pace of a year, orayearand
an half, there are ten dyes by Politions and {o did mott of thofe
there given: Efpceially his own Son, My, AMarsyn’s Danghter,

T Tryon’s Daughter, Celey's Child 5 and for Mr. Sawycr’s Child,-

can any man conceive the Afcendent to the Oppofition of Saturn
could kill it, when the Moon was in Conjunction with Fupiter, fo
near the Horofcope ? 1 judge the Nativity is made and fitted to
the time of Death, notto the Birth of thc Child, for the Moon is
moft certainly Hileg in this Nativity, and the Child lived beyond
the years of Nutrition, and theretore it dyed by Diretion, and

not
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not by Pofition, but not by the DireGion he hath given, And
fo 1 conclude my Difcourfe on thofe Nativitics mentioned in his
Colle&ion of Genitures; and yet before 1 end this Fourth part,
let me give you two Nativities more, that I believe will be as
ufeful to you that are Readers of this Book, and Students of
thls Art,as any I have before mentioned, they being both of them
very remarkable ones,

The Firft is the Nativity of one Mrs. Taylir, a Woman as Re-
markable as any this prefent Age can aftord us, efpecially if we
confider and weigh the Circutntiances and Contingencics of her
Life and Death. She was bornof good Reputable Parents, but
not endow’d with any great Eftate, that might put them into a
capacity above that of their Neighbours among whom they
dwelt.  Shemarried at thcage of 18 years and 9 months, and
had four Children living at her Death. At the age of 23 or 24
fhe did fo well improve her Credit, that (he borrowed ot divers
People, without Bond or Sccurity, a great many Sums of Money,
to the value of 20000 Pounds in the whole, and fome fay 400003
which, I believe will feem very incredible to thofe that hear the
Story only, and knew nothing of it, that people (hould {o eafily
part with their money, as you muft belicve they did o this Gen
tlewoman.  As fhe improved in her Eftatz of Money ; fo the
lived very much like 2 Gentleworman, by kecping a Coach and
Hoifes, and enjoying her {clf in a comfortable mannes for {ome
time; at laft fhe fell into Trouble about this Maney, they that
had lentit,did cxpcéd it to be repaid with mighty Intereft,which
it feems fhe was not able to do, and for that realon divess Suits
were commenced againfi iicr, and (he at lai forced to take the
Benchor Fleet 5 in one of which the dyed, being a Drifoner, and
very poor, about the year 1693, or 4. And all this done in the
fpace of feven years, from the beginning of her Credirt to the
end of her Life.
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This Nativity 1did calculate for this Lady, about the year
1690. and having faid fomcthing to the Riches (h: would be
Mittrefs of, &e. 1did conclude the would live till the Afcendent

himiclf never ufed nor pratifed by, vor nover will, The firft
40 pages every one knows from whence he had themy from
therce to pape 98 1 would ask him how often he ufcth them
Rules himf{x}, and whathe puts them there for.  From page 98
t0 350 itis all ftnle and tranfiribed, and the major pare of it
ufelefls and trouoleyme to the Reader 5 and moit of it printed in
Englifh often criough before: Nay, fhould every Bird claim his
own Feather, our montlrous Man-tcacher would rot have mat-
ter enough leftof his own to furnith ore Page of his Almanack,
which is generally borrowed or tloken as weil as that Book is.
Frem page 350 to 443 is wothing to Afirclegys nay, 2 man
may be a good Afirologer and know nothing of it; and how
able an Altrcloger the knowledg of that hath made him, you
thall fee when 1 come to manage and handle the Nativity in his
printed Booit. Now if this Bock of his fhould fali into the
hand of a young Stadcent, that never had feen any Books of the
Art before, he would conclude that this Stuff was necceflary to
be learned and underfiood, and {o open the Skop of his Under-
ftanding, and begin to furnith it with this old braided Ware, fit
only for the Dunghill or the Frre s and fignifics no more to
make the Student perfeé in this Art, than a whole pound of
Mercary doth to the cure of the Ulcer in his Fiiend’s Throat, «f
which the dy’d 5 but more of that hereafter. It had been more
comm:ndable, if (inftcad of this old tiuff) he had publithed
fomcthing ro prove the Do@rine they pretend to, by examples 3
to thew the ufe ard cerizinty ot ticir Rules, ard how far we
may rely and depend on tham, tien 6o xun furdher on the feore,
and firve us up with Difh.s that have been too often at the
Table aircady.

nor was Miginus (as they underftapd him) when he projeéted
his Meafure of Time, far from what Prolemy intended. All
