is moft notorioufly falfe, and cither ignorantly or knavifhly obtrud-
¢d upon us, to prove one of his {uppofed Myfleries, as vain as his
new Religion he was fo fond of in the year 1687, & which now
he feems to be afharw’d of ; for he denies that ever he was a Papiit
but, Opartet mendacem effe memorem. :

And yet to be more plain with my Reader, in purfuing the Rules
ef Aftrology in the track of Truth, give me leave to make thefe
further Obfervations on the falfity of his Figurc in improving little
falle Notions and Direcions with a greae deal of flourifh, and paf-
ling by- thofe of i ore weight and moment in pertec filence, -as if
they were not worth ncting, or fit to be obferved by the ftudious
Reades. And thetirft is, The San in the Afcendunt,which is allow-
ud by all Artifls [ratv,~ur Author too] to be Hileg, or giver ot Life
and for to chufea giver of Life, ‘and never intend ary turther ufe of
it, is but to give a man or thing a Nick-name to caule it to be ad-
mired withoutany peculiar ufe or Advantage, unlefs it is by chance
to feyve a furn, and then its Power and Virtue is proclaimed in
words a¢ large 3 as in_Fames 1. King of Great Britain 3 in Dr. Le

- Neve's, p. 119, in the Duke of Glocefter, p. 17. Callefi. Genit. and

alfo in that of Oliver Cromncll, where our Author makes ufe of that '

Term to inforce his Argument with the greater pewer and proba-
billity of Death.” And to be lain with you, 1 know no reafon we
have to obfesve a Hilig, if we do not make it the only and princi-
pal point in ‘Dirctions of Life and Death : and 1 am fure Prolomy
would not have given fo many, carjous Rules for the more exact
tinding of the Giverof Life, had it ot been of more than ordinary
ule in Nativities, and efpecially in thofe Predictions of Life and

. Death.
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Death. Nay,the word it felf befpeaks its Powerand Office,whichby

" the Latin Authors isrendscd, Prorogator Vite, & verbo prorogare, which

is to prolong or continue; and nothing cando that, but what hath
S\e ﬁrx,ll andgfole Power and Command of it. And pray obferve,
That all the five Hylegiack pointsy arenot called Prorogators at the
fame time, but that Point or Star only, that is Giver of Life. Bythe
Greeks, itis called, Wa® 4 QaRs, aut *Agéms, that is, the !.orc} of
Life, or a Meflfenger fent out on a particular Bufinefs 57 and it is'de-
rived from the Verb, Aping, Demitto. But by the {Imb: ox Chaldees,
who feem to be the firft Authors of the word, it i called Hileg or

_Hilech, derived from the Radical Hebrew word, 7117, Ambulsvit 5

as well as in that of the Bithop, in both which the Sun is certainly
Giv:r of Life,, by:the Rules given by Origanns, Pezelins, and Prolomy
nay, we may add Argol, Campanella, and the Learncd Author, &
of the Doéirine of Nativities, p.90. all which agree, That .thc Sunin
the Afcendant [ the Moon being under the Earth] is certainly Giver
of Life, asin the Nativity of this Learned Gentleman. Therefore,

at once, i. e. the Power of Hileg, and their dnarete.  Well, well;
but what needs all this triumph and noife about a thing of nothing:
or nothing worth at leat? For tho the Sun to the Lord of the 8th
Houfe did not kill him, yet the Afcendant did his bufinefs [ and ve-
rified the true Rulesof Art, every whit as well as the Sun | upon its

‘Direion to the Square of Mars, which you will find came up at

81 years of Age, aut circum circs, and therefore the dnarcra is not
to be blamed. And for your Hilig, it may be all nonfence for ought
1 knows neitheram I bound to believe a pack of old mufty Authors;
and I know no reafon to the contrary, but the Horofcope.ought to

be a ftanding Hileg in all Nativitics, and at all cimes of the day.

Soft and fair my good Friend, not fo hot and paffionate, I pray ;

- methinks you talk alittle out of the way,when you would have the

Afcendant to be a ftanding Hileg, which you will not fuffer to be
fo; but you dance it backwards and forwards, as they do the Pup-
petsin the Shows, and make it ferve any turn, and do any fervice
you have occafion for, as Marriage, Death, Preferment, Death of a
Wife or Husband, Sickne(s, Sorrow, Changeof Religion, Lofs of
Eftate, Getting of Riches and Childrens and twenty things more
of this natare, you make the Dire@tion of the Alcendant fignify in
your Corrc@ion of Nativities. And I doubt not, but if you could
dance the Sun and Moon too and fro, from one Degree or Sign to
another, as you do the Afcendant, there would be nothing difficule

“inthe Art of Aftrology, but there would be a plain reafon for every

thing, and alfo a forcible Dire&ion for every Accident.  Oh, the
wonderful Horofcope, and the exccllent ufe of it ! But my defign

and defire is, that this Ingenious Author wou'd be o kind to us,

as to let us know when the ill DireGtions to the Hileg will not kill
and wher the Dire@ions to the Horofcope fhall do it, that the
young, Students and Praitioners may not becheated and dcluded
with expeations of a thing that will néver fuccced the Operati-
ons. And indeed, the Direction he here builds upon, of the Af-
cendant to the Sgware of Mars for his Death, was overalmoft twenty
years before 'his Death 5 o that in truth there could be no Caufe
affigned for-it,but the Oppofition of Fupiter,and the Scorpions Heart to

the Afcendant.And tho I have herenot mentioned the Bifhop’s Na- -

tivity,
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tivity, yet the fame Errors herealledged in the Do®&or’sy do moft of
them alfo claim the fame Reemarks ia the Bithop’s, which for brevi-
ty’s fake, I here omit, having already obfexyed feveral things there,
that are not mentioned here, which 1 would advife you to compare
in the seading, and then confider, whether thefe Nativities are-true

or falfe, and what credit and repute they can bring to Cardinal Signs
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on Angles, according as he hath fiated the matter, 1 baving alseady

granted, that Planets in Cardinal Signs on Angles, dp and will give
Glorious Effe&s and Eminent Men; and fo will the Planets in

Cardinal Signs out of the Angfes; or in theirown Dignities in dugles, -

tho not in Cardinal Signs. _And fo I conclude this Examen of his
Ten Genitures, with the Errors obferved. ’

But yet, before I-conclude with my old worthy Friend, I will
fhew you a vifible Demontfiragion of his Ignorance and—; and
alfo what Credit is to be given to his Calculations ~ Altrono-
mical, as well as Altrological. He having a great Opinion of his

Greenweod 10" underftand his own Tables well; and therefore the
other muft be in the Error, and not hes . which if fo, then what-
need 7. G. make fuch a noife about the truth and exadtnefs of
any Tables, when he thus deals in Error by Whole-fale, to tell us,
that the Caroline Tables axe falfe; when for ought he knows, it is
nothing elfe but his weakne(s and inability in the Operation. For
here *tis plain, That he hath made an Error of 58 min. and this done
too in a Controverly for the trath, as he fays; a very pretty way
to fupport and build the Stru¢ture of Truth upon Pillars of Ervor;
jutt as the Priefts of his Religion have done, plunged the People into
fo many Errors, and there keep them, that now they themfelves
know not one {tep in the way to truth. Thus I have fairly givenmy
Reader an Account of the Errors in thofe Nativities printed in the
Cardines Celi; and that they have not Cardinal Signs on Angles, as he
pretends 3 nor are there any of his Calculations to be credited, efpe-
cially in Nativities, moft of them being made to fervea turn,and not
founded on the true Bafis, And if the Reader will read with care,
the Examination of the Errorsia this Book about Genitures, he may
foon difcover which point he ought to Steer,to come up with Truth,
orat leaftways in fight of her; a profpet always giving fome hopes
of the fruition of what they purfue. And fol take my leave of Fohn
at this time, and promife my Readcr to prefent him with my
Defeltio Genitserarsm, in which I fhall examine the Nativities in Gad-
bury’s Colle@ion, in Argol’s De Dicbus Criticis, and in Morinus’s
~ ftrologia Gallics, it being already in a good forwardnefs.

" In the former part of this Treatife, 1 promifed to thew you, That ~

there was never any Erninent and Famous Predi€tion made of any
ones Death, but when the Aftrologers made ufe of the Elileg in Di-
recion, and did direc that to fome of the Malefick Rays of h and
&, ¢re. And you may fee thioughout this Book, that my Dc-
Grine there delivered is wholly purfuant to this Principle, for I
allow no Promittor to any Significator to kill, but to the Giver of
Life only 5 and how te take or clect that, Ircfer you to Book 111
Chap. 13. of Piolumy’s Quardripartite. .
And the firlt Example wc have (that occurs to my Memory) is
that of Don Fobn of Auftria in Sixtus ab Heminga, p. 49. whofe Death
. the faid Heminga predi@ed feven years befcre, and that almolt to a
day, from the Dirc@ionof the D tc the 8 of k; for the Dwas in

the

‘the 7th,
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and beyond all doubt Giver of Life. And'wefind there,
that the Afcendant to the 8 of the Y, Lady of the 8th Houfe did not

" kill, nor did that to the O of the © and ¥ effectits nor could the

O to the O of b kill , tho the Direction fell in. the 4th Houfe,,
that fatal part of Heaven, as fome efteem i§ 3-and _thc reafon of
this was, becaufe none of thofe Significators were Givers of Life,
but the D only ; and therefore, when fhe was directed to the & of
h, this Princely Native wasmadea Sacrifice to Death 3 as-you may
fee by his Nativity, printed in the beforegnqntlon.ed‘ Treatife. And
here give me leave to obferve one thing ; it is plain from Heminga's
own words, That this was done by chance too, he not knowing the
reafon of the thing, nor could he ever do {foagain; and therefore
brings this Example in torefute Aftrology, and tellsusat laft, Unica -
birsinds non efficit ver 3 and it’is indeed no wonder, that he coul_d not
do {o again, when he did not know the truc reafon why this had
fuch an cffec as it had; which is the fault of too many befide He-
minga, who could never arrive yet at a true Rule, to judge of the
Effecs of Dire&ions in Death and Sicknefs.. ,

The fecond Example, is thatof Lucits Bellantius, in the Nativity
of Picus Mirmduls, where you may obferve, thatthe D to the T of
the © did rot kill, nor the M.C. to the & .of &, nor the Afcendant
to the O of % in the 4th; but the Afcendant, who is the true Hileg,
or Giver of Life, to the Squarc of T, and Body of & did do it effe-
&ually; fo that it isplain, the Giver of Life is to be principally and

- only taken potice of in Jirections of Death. .

The third Example; is that of Edward V1. King of Eng‘land,wpo
died Fuly 16, Anna1553. being almoft Sixteen years of Ages and
as itis reported, it was predicied before by Cardan,altho he had his,
Nativity imperfed, as to the exa& time; yet did fay, That the Af-
cendant to the Body of h would kill him, and indced foit proved 3
and that becaufe the Afcendant was Giver of Life by Prolomy's Rules
a Conjundlion preceding, and both the Luminarits, and partof Fog-
tune ander the Earths and neither % nor 2,who are in Aphetical.
Places, do behold the Points of Heaven that are mentioned by him
in the like-cafe after an Oppofition 5 and therefore 1 do athrm, That

The fourth Example , is that of the Nativity of Vincent Wing,
where we thall find upen inquiry, that neither the Afcendant to

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Native; no, nor the Midheaven to the O of h neither, that fatal
Dire&ion (as fome think) to Life. But the © to the Bodyof h
kill’d him with the Mundane-Square of & ; and the reafon was,
becaufe the © is certainly Giver of Life,and this beyoud all difpute;
fo that you fill {ce the Hileg is always concern’d, and but feldom
mifleth, and when it doth, there are (as indeed there ought) very

-good Reafons to be given for it, by any that underftand Directions

in their true Motion 3 and from thole thaf do not uadesltand them,
it is not expected. : -
The fifth Example, is from the Nativity and Death of Charles IT,
which was predicted by a certain Perfon fome years before. it hap-
pened 5 and it is well-known too, tof{cveral in'and about the City
of London,, to be true, what I here fay; and that Perfon to my
knowledg made ufe of no other Signiticator, but the-true Giver of
Life; and in that Nativity you may obferve two or three things
that are very remarkable. 1, The Afcendant to the Body of h
did not kill him, neither did the Midheaven to the O of R kill him,

nor the D to the Body of the ©; nay, and what is more, the ©

Hileg to the O of b, did not kill neither; which admits of a que-
ttion, and that a very rational one too, But why did it not kil
him ? Becaufe h was not Loxd of the 8th -is not that a very good
reafon; Hz, ba, ba! Or elfe, becaule he was ftrong, and like a

noble Enemy, fcorn'd to hurt him ; by which Rule the Stars are

always,either t00 firong,or too weak, accordingas Mr. Aitrologer

pleafeth to turn the Scales with his Finger; or perhaps the Dire- -

¢tion falling in the Honfe of Hope, a fortunate Comner of Heaven,
and fo it could not kill him; or elfe, becaufe the Y, who difpo-

And this I fhall endeavour to prove from {ome Nativities
already printed, that the miftakes of fome People have been as a
‘Hinge to the prefent Exrors that we labour under at this time;
thofe Errors ' mean, that this Age is fo in love with, and Ibelieve
it will be a very hard matter to feparate the one from the other:
However T will do my part, and let the Multitude belicve, and the
leffer Number act as they fee convenient. Neither fhall I be angry
with any man, that will not belicve he is in an Error ; but a5 he
hath lived hitherto, o let him go on-and proceed to the end.
